                                             6 – INCH SHOP RULE

Each inch on the 6-inch shop rule is divided into 32 parts, or 1/32 of an inch. (Regular rulers are generally divided into 16 (1/16) per inch.

When measuring, combine the whole inches marked, plus the number of sections. This will sometimes result in an improper fraction. You may want to simply count the number of sections, make it into a fraction, then reduce (simplify).

Examples: (a)  1 inch + 28 sections = 1 inch + 28/32 = 1 28/32 = 1 7/8”

(b) 60 sections = 60/32 = 1 28/32 = 1 7/8”
