· Remove 2-3 inch 
· Make the cut at the 
· Remove leaves from the lower ½ of the stem

· Mums 

· carnations

Stem Section Cuttings

· Cut just above a 
· Should include 
· Require more type than terminal cuttings

· Ivy

· Pothos

Leaf Cuttings

· Leaf is placed 

· New plants develop on the 
· The new plants can support themselves once the roots develop

· Leaf may be cut across a vien to induce propagation

· African violet

· Snake plant

Leaf Bud Cuttings

· Leaf, petiole, bud and section of a stem.

· Stem and bud buried 
· Must have 
Seperation/ Division

· Clump of bulbs are seperated into individual bulbs

· Corms may be cut into pieces

· Must have a 
· African violet- corms

· Hostas, lilly-of-the-valley - bulbs
