Welding Assignment

Your assignment for today is actually a writing assignment.  I have not put a length limit on the assignment, but quality and quantity is expected in the essay.  Also you need to include proper grammar and legible writing.  

Now, here’s what you will write about.  First put into sentences any ideas you have for shop projects.  Include an order of the process; types of weld joints used, tools needed, and how the work should be divided evenly if done in a group.  Remember that you will have to provide most of your own materials for the project, as the school will not pay for any steel.  Keep in mind also, that if you are an artistic individual, you can work on some sort of sculpture if you would like as well.  

Second, I said at the beginning of the semester that we would work on small gas engines.  I would like any and all possible ideas that you have for small gas engine work.  For example if you have a lawn mower that you want to get ready for the summer, write what you think is wrong with it and how you would like to fix it.  Remember this is school and the projects must be appropriate.  We want to learn something from the work that is done on all projects.  If you have ideas, give specifics of those ideas in writing.  

During today’s class period, you should be writing until at least 10:20.  That is 30 minutes of constant writing.  If I see anybody quit writing for more than just a QUICK thought, you will be penalized in the weekly participation grade.  A half hour is not that long to write.
